Regulations for the Vth year PharmD students
Patient Care Laboratory V + VI course

Academic Year 2020/2021
LECTURES - TEAMS
· All lectures will be held online via the TEAMS app.

· Attendance at lectures is not obligatory.

· Since most topics discussed during lectures will be independent of labs and will be the basis of the final exam, attendance at lectures is strongly recommended.
LAB CLASSES - TEAMS
· All lab classes will be held online via the TEAMS app.

· Attendance: 

· Attendance at lab classes is obligatory and will be checked.

· Each absence must be formally excused (e.g., sick leave receipt, University's letter, a letter from other authorities within a two-week period after return to the University). The students will have to write a report on the related topic or pass an extra test covering the teaching material of the missed lab class (to be decided by the responsible for the course). No additional lab classes will be arranged for students who missed the class (with or without excuse). 
· Absence at three and more classes will result in failure for Patient Care Lab. classes (no credit).

· Leaving classes early (logging out) without permission or three late arrivals (less than 15 minutes) will be considered as one unexcused absence. 
· One late arrival (more than 15 minutes) will be considered as one unexcused absence, but the student will be allowed to participate in the class.


Completion of the course of lab classes (earning a credit): 
· Evaluation of the student's ability to identify and resolve patients' drug therapy problems will be based on one Multiple Choice Questions (MCQ) tests (pass/fail, completion of at least 60% of the material). The test can be taken twice (the date of improvement is set individually with the teacher). 
· The credit of the Patient Care Lab. V+VI course is based on attendance (absence at three and more classes will result in failure for Patient Care Lab. V+VI course) and on the completion of both MCQ tests. 
· The completion of laboratory classes are prerequisites for taking the final exam. 

Final Exam - OLAT
· Completion of the whole course of the Patient Care Lab. I–VI  (3rd, 4th, and the 5th year) ends with a final written exam (MCQ test) covering all lectures from the 3rd to the 5th year of the course. The score of at least 60% is required to pass it. 
· Grading scale: 5.0 = Very Good; 4.5 = Better than Good; 4.0 = Good; 3.5 = Fairly good; 3.0 = Satisfactory; 2.0 = Unsatisfactory. 
· Two attempts to pass the exam are offered. 
· The absence at the exam must be formally explained not later than within seven working days after the date of the exam. Unexplained absence is equivalent to the loss of the given exam attempt and results in receiving 'Unsatisfactory' grade. If the explanation of absence is accepted, a date of a new effort is set and is treated as the first one.

· Students are obliged to obtain credits and pass the final exam until the end of the spring semester.
